 The Hester Bead  slides securely on the endpin.                The loop goes around the scroll or headstock 
(or around the fingerboard extension) and is

            Other leather straps with slots and holes for the endpin connection are not secure and safe.  Other straps slots and 
holes gets baggy and stretched and can come off the endpin.   I have had many customers ÒbounceÓ their instrument on the 
floor because of a baggy strap hole at the endpin. 
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How to measure an F-style 
 
Stand with your instrument in your most comfortable playing 

position and measure from the endpin to the top of the scroll.  Add or 
subtract whatever you may want to make it more comfortable. A piece of 
string or a cloth measuring tape can be used for measurement.  An old strap, 
too.
